Lincoln Mackey surveyed the Rainbow Trail through this township. He set a 2" x 48" iron
monument at a split between the section corners. The distance to each of the corners was

2664.5'.

The DNR survey crew searched for the corner at the intersection of fences north, south,
east and west. Nothing was found and a 3/4" x 24" iron rod with a MNDNR SURVEY
MARKER cap was set at the lost position between section corners, 2662.43' from each of
the section corners. The monument fell 0.5' south and 2.5' west of the corner fence post.
